Research on medicinal and aromatic plants is related to studies in mapping and conservation of biodiversity, as well as variability of MAP species upon their morphological, micro-morphological, anatomical, phyto-chemical and genetic traits. Special interest is linked to analyses of secretory structures of medicinal plant species, compositin of secondary metabolites and biological interaction (biological activity of secondary metabolites, including anti-oxidative and anti-microbial effects). Thanks to collaboration with Royal Botanical Gardens (Kew, UK) and Faculty of Agriculture, University of Zagreb (Croatia) recent work on MAP has been expanded to molecular mapping using AFLP to identify inter- and intra species variability in genus Thymus and in Salvia officinalis. Certain attention is paid to relations of phyto-chemical, anatomical and morphological traits of MAP species to environmental stresses, particularly salt stress.
